Important notice regarding 8:00 a.m. Mass at St. Henry: 


If you have attended the 8:00 Mass recently, then you may have noticed the large cracks in the ceiling.  This is posing a hazard that needs to be addressed.  We have arranged to have these cracks repaired, with work beginning on June 1 (after Memorial Day weekend).  Due to the nature of the work and the fact that scaffolding will be erected in the sanctuary and in the front of the church during this time, our 8:00 Mass will be temporarily moved to St. Mary’s beginning Sunday, June 5.  We are hoping that the work will be completed within a month.  Announcements will be made at Mass to let you know when the work is near completion and a date is set to return the 8:00 Mass to St. Henry. Regarding the siding on our Parish Center: As most of you may have noticed, we had all of the siding on our building replaced last November.  This was because of warranty issues.  However, this spring the same materials issues started to reoccur.  We had an inspection and met with all involved parties, and the preliminary thoughts are a total money settlement and all ties to them cut.  We could then be free to get prices from other companies for steel siding to replace what is currently installed.  We will try to keep everyone up-to-date with all the happenings as they progress this spring.
