I might point out that these numbers do not reflect only adult attendees, but every man, woman and child in attendance at our Masses.  Some Masses have a consistently higher proportion of children in attendance.  Note as well that Mass attendance can fluctuate greatly depending on the week, the time of year, and other events going on in the area.  We hope that these numbers will only continue to grow, so that every Catholic will have the opportunity to be fed with the Word and the Eucharist.  If you have any questions regarding these numbers, please feel free to ask.  





Please keep in mind our holy day of obligation this week.  The Feast of All Saints is Tuesday, November 1.  It is a commemoration of the holy men and women who have gone before us and have attained the glory of heaven.  We will celebrate with three Masses: Monday, October 31 at 5:00 p.m., and Tuesday, November 1 at 9:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.  





Parents, please keep in mind that our Mass on October 31 is a Vigil Mass for the Feast of All Saints, not a “Halloween Mass,” as some have labeled it.  Our primary goal is to celebrate the glory of God.  I understand that parents like to save time by having their children come to Mass already dressed up for trick-or-treating.  It’s commendable that families are taking the time for Mass at all, but in the past some children have dressed inappropriately for Mass (as devils, witches, monsters, etc.), which has created some awkward and disturbing moments for me and others.  I have not encouraged this practice in the past, and I would in fact discourage it.  My goal is not to take the fun out of Halloween for the children, but to ensure the proper reverence that is due to God in His house.  There is a time and place for all things.  Please remember that the church is meant to be a place of reverence, which is shown in our words, our actions, and how we dress.  Please keep this in mind if you are planning to attend the Vigil Mass for All Saints on October 31.  Note that we have additional Masses scheduled on Tuesday that will fulfill the obligation for that day.  Thank you.

PRO-LIFE ARTICLE 





Pro-Life article:


The August 21, 2011 edition of the Rochester-Post Bulletin reported that abortions are now being performed at the new Planned Parenthood facility located at the Northgate Shopping Center.  This past summer they became the first known site in Minnesota to use the Webcam abortion method, which has been banned in several states due to the danger they pose to women.  With this approach, no physicians are present, only a nurse practitioner who observes the woman who comes for an abortion.  The abortion doctor is located in another clinic in Minnesota and talks with the woman via video.  The doctor decides if she should have an abortion and, if so, decides the prescriptions for her.  In the clinic the woman is instructed to open a drawer and push a button to release the first abortion pill, RU486 (Mifipristone), which kills the unborn baby.  A second pill, Prostaglandin, is given to the woman when she leaves the clinic.  She is instructed to swallow the second pill a day or two after taking the first pill.  This drug causes contractions, and she expels her baby in her own home.  This situation could leave the woman without necessary emergency care in the event of complications, since no medical personnel are present.    In 2010 the Planned Parenthood Federation of America revealed that expanding Webcam abortions into every Planned Parenthood Center in the nation is part of their Strategic Plan for 2015.  





Further, with the new Planned Parenthood mega-facility in St. Paul, we must be vigilant and prepared to keep RU486-Prostaglandin out of our community.  Since September 2000, when RU486-Prostaglandin abortions were introduced, at least 20 women have died and many have been injured.  Currently, almost 43% of all abortions done at the St. Paul Planned Parenthood facility involve the use of RU486 and Prostaglandin.  





According to 2010 statistics, the number of abortions in Minnesota continues to fall.  But that doesn’t mean we can relax our efforts.  The number of abortions continues to rise at Planned Parenthood Minnesota, which now performs 35% of all abortions in the state.  Let us pray and work together for a increase in the culture of life.
