Pastor’s Corner





Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 





A lot of times churches invite parishioners to activities and events that take place on parish grounds: liturgies, celebrations, presentations, etc.  It’s relatively easy to get involved in these activities – you just show up!  But some of the opportunities offered by the Church are self-motivated.  They are individual endeavors that can only be encouraged and supported by the Church.  For example, the Church invites us to deepen our prayer life, so we respond by taking some time each day to enter into conversation with God.  Or else, the Church makes us aware of an informative talk in a nearby parish, and we choose to take the time to attend.  Or else, the Church educates us on a topic of special interest to people of faith, and that motivates us to want to learn more or to get involved in a cause or some charitable work.  





The month of October gives us two such opportunities that in some respects require personal initiative:  


October is Respect Life month.  This month is set aside so that we can be more attentive to life issues.  We often pray at Mass for an increase in respect for life at all its stages, from conception to natural death.  But does our attention to life issues stop there?  Or does our concern for the most vulnerable among us extend beyond the walls of the church?  Perhaps this month we can familiarize ourselves more with the large scope of life issues—abortion, euthanasia, stem cell research, war, poverty, etc.—and perhaps find ways to get involved through prayer or influencing public policy.  It’s a cause that is rich in opportunity and is always in need of more avid supporters.





 October is also the month of the Rosary.  Most of us are familiar with what a Rosary looks like, but perhaps we haven’t prayed it in so long, we have forgotten how.  Pamphlets are available at the church entrances to help you.  Each time we pray the Rosary, we reflect on a set of five events in the life of Jesus Christ.  Each day we focus on one characteristic set of events: the Joyful, Sorrowful, Glorious or Luminous Mysteries.  By praying the rosary faithfully, we immerse ourselves in the story of Jesus Christ.  By regularly meditating on this story, we deepen our knowledge and love of Christ, and He reveals to us new insights into the mysteries of faith.  Furthermore, the prayers of the Rosary—the Our Father and the Hail Mary—are Scriptural, so they unite us to the very Word of God in another powerful way.  Surely, there are many things that need our prayer.  Perhaps this month we can renew a habit of praying this very powerful and effective prayer for all the needs in our life and in  the world.

Gift Ideas for Operation Shoe Box:





Toys:  small cars, balls, dolls, stuffed animals, kazoos, harmonicas, yo-yos, jump ropes, small Etch A Sketch, toys that light up or make noise (with extra batteries), Slinky, etc.





School Supplies:  pens, pencils and sharpener, crayons or markers, stamps and ink pads sets, writing pads or paper, solar calculators, coloring and picture books, etc.
